SWIMATHON 2012
The Rotary Club of Uttoxeter is organising a charity Swimathon in March and would like to take this opportunity to invite you to enter a team to help raise money for Rotary Charities including the Donna Louise Children's Hospice, together with your own organisation or charity. For the 2012 Swimathon we have set a target of £15,000 and are hoping that this event will be even more successful than last year when we raised over £10,0000.

Main Beneficiary
The Donna Louise Children's Hospice
This charity, based at Trentham is the local Hospice providing Respite and End of Life Care for Children with life-threatening conditions. At Treetops there is accommodation for up to 8 children and their families. Here the Care Team works flexibly alongside the child and family to provide practical and emotional support.
In January 2009, the hospice was forced to reduce its service to 4 days a week due to a drop in donations during the recession. Through this Swimathon and other fund raising initiatives, we hope that the Hospice will soon be able to offer 24/7 Care once again

BETWEEN 25th-30th MARCH 2012
AT UTTOXETER LEISURE CENTRE
The aim is to swim as many lengths as possible in the 55 minutes available and because each team member will have sought sponsors for the number of lengths the team (not the individual) completes, we hope we will raise a useful sum for the chosen Charities.
Don't be put off by the title. No team or individual is being asked to swim an unduly long distance – nor is it a race. The event involves the team (max 6 people) swimming continuously for 55 minutes, one member only of the team being in the water at any time.  There are no hard and fast rules about how a team should organise itself - some may like to swim a length in turn, others might want to split the time everyone spends in the water. All we ask is that inexperienced or out of condition swimmers do not exceed their capability.

As a guide when seeking sponsorship you may like to know that an average swimmer completes a length in about 45 seconds, which suggests that 65 -80 lengths might be achieved in 55 minutes.  But your sponsors can put a limit on their commitment if they fear your prowess!

We hope that over 2500 lengths will be completed in total.
